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hookups. Eleven of those 12 spots are drive 
through spots making parking and setting up 
the camper much easier.

A primitive camp site is also available fea-
turing just a picnic table and a fire ring. This 
site is for those who wish to go all out and use 
tents for their camping experience. 

Across the road are two cabins for rental use 
as well. The cabins feature kitchen appliances, 
a television with a built in DVD player fire rings 
and a screened in front porch. If your’re there 
to fish, there are two fishing ponds within 
walking distance of the cabins. 

“They have been a popular addition to the fa-
cility,” said Davis County Conservation Director 
Rick Krenz. “They rent for $60 per night with a 
two-night minimum. We bring in about $10,000 
in revenue each year just from cabin rental. 

Something new in the works is a shower 
house and restroom facility. The facility isn’t 
completed yet but construction work will be 
ongoing during the summer of 2009 and Krenz 
is hopeful the facility will be complete before 
the camping season is over. 

A new playground area is also being built in 
the camping area for use by young campers. 

“It’s going to be a nice addition to our camp-
ing facilities,” he said. “This is something we 
have been working toward for a long time. We 
are finally going to be able to make it happen.” 
Krenz said FEMA money has been secured to 
help pay for repairs to damaged crop ground 
and trail areas. “We are always looking to en-
hance our trails,” said Krenz of the facility’s 
trail system. “Of course the trail from here to 
Bloomfield is still very much something we

want to do. There are funds out there for this. 
Hopefully, we can access some of those funds 
to make this happen.”

Purchased back in 1995, the farm has bene-
fited from countless grants to upgrade and up-
dates the facility into one of the finest conser-
vation and recreational areas around. The farm 
featured nearly 300 acres 
and no local tax money 
was used to purchase the 
farm. 

The farm features rent-
able crop acres and is set 
up with wildlife habitat. 
The back side of the farm 
is reserved for hunting, 
and whitetail deer are the 
main target each fall and 
winter. 

The facility is home to a 
yearly youth fishing derby, 
which is held in June. An 
annual ice fishing clinic is 
held in February, weather 
permitting. Krenz and the 
Davis County Conservation 
Board have a long standing 

relationship with the Bloomfield Optimist Club 
who provides volunteer labor to make the fish-
ing activities a success every year. 

“One thing we have continued to do is plant 
trees. We have planted thousands of trees out 
here and have used the help of school kids, the 
FFA and other groups to make that happen,” 
said Krenz. “We very much appreciate the com-
munity support we have received. Without it, 
this facility would not be what it is today.”
